Cassiawas used as boundary plants on the site and it has planted at a distance of 10ft

along the boundary. Reports gathered from the Afforestation site waso$ohegCassia
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specis were uprooted by the Krobos who claimed that $ipecies (Cassia)would
encroach into their farm lands and destroy it due to its invasive qualities.

It was also noted that the Afforestation programme lasted for 3years.

2.1CHALLENGES

Owing to the fact that there was bushfire in the area which led to the Afforestation

progr amme, Personnel s on site claimed that
solely due to the fire outbreddut also due to insufficient farming implements as well as

funds.

Other observations were that illegal chainsaw operations in the area were on the high
because the activities of chainsaw operators have not been efficiently checked.

Sources on site claimebat local farmers that were allowed to cultivate food crops in the

area would have been the best bet to help curb the illegal activities but the farmers have
disserted the area as incentives promised them by the government at the initial stage of

the prgramme (2005) has still not been fulfilled.
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3.0CONCLUSIONS

Information gathered from the visit to the site was that the project has long been

completedsince 2008 and from then onwards tending activities have been carried out till

date.

4.0RECOMM ENDATIONS

Below is a list of recommendations that should be considered:

1 Procurement of some farming implements for the locals to serve as incentives that
would boost their morale towards effectively managing the area.
